TEACHING YOUNG KIDS
I am a kindergarten teacher and I must say that everything I know I have learnt through watching kids, mine at home and “my other kids” in class

I used to sit down and watch how they played, what they laughed at and how they spent their playing time.

Playing is learning for kids so let’s play in class!
But what does a kid like?
Kids love pets

It is a good idea to have a toy pet that you can take to class every day, tell them it can only understand English so they will have to greet it, to ask how it feels, to play with it in English! Thus showing them the real reason why English is important: for real communication

Kids love repetition

They love to do always the same, so start the class in the same way every day, by singing the same Hello song, checking the weather with the same Weather song, asking how they are with the same Feeling song, just make it real!, they will be eager to tell you if they are happy because it is their birthday or if it is sunny or rainy. 
Kids love stories
Make them listen to some stories books provide or just read them one but be sure you make full use of gestures,  intonation and  facial expressions to convey meaning

Foster their imagination and fantasy and make them engage their emotions.
Kids love songs
I like simple songs in which there is a notion or function to be taught or story-telling songs, those in which something is happening.
Use your whole body when singing songs as kids will remember the movements first and then the words. If you can also "watch" songs kids will be delighted.

Take for instance 5 little monkeys

Get them to tell you how many animals they can see, where they are, who they are talking to on the phone. Have them repeat the words if they say them in their mother tongue. This song can help you present the notion of action now too.

Part of the song will help you practise a special exponent; the rest will be listening comprehension and understanding of the situation.
Have a real phone in class or make gestures: to show he bumped his head, when calling the doctor, for saying no more monkeys on the bed!!!
Kids love moving around

You will see this not only when singing but also by having TPR (Total Physical Response) activities. They will understand instructions and respond to them by doing things!
Kids love crafts
 At the end of an activity that might have made them a bit excited you can calm them down by making them do something with their hands, at the same time they will be listening to instructions in English and again responding to them by doing something.
Do not forget that by talking to children in simple English you are providing real language input.
So remember to play with them and  get them involved with all their senses , as they need not only to sing but to touch, to smell , to move...to discover the world around them ,in English too, why not?
