The suite London Tests of English – Certificate of Attainment is aimed at adolescents and adults. There are 6 levels to enable candidates to enter at a stage that suits them and rise through the series as their English language skills improve. The six levels, from level  A1 (Foundation) to level 5 (Advanced) are mapped to the Common European Framework of Reference of Languages (CEFR). This framework was developed by the Council of Europe to enable language learners, teachers and universities to compare and relate language qualifications by level.
